ELECTIVE SUNDAY SCHOOL is the concept of offering specialized classes and/or specialized 

curriculum to accomplish a said goal(s) of the Christian Education Ministry of New Hope 

Baptist Church. Our Electives program is one of two tracks offered to our members and friends 

(the other is the Traditional/Customary Model). In that adults comprise a wider and more diverse 

age group than ever before, special attention must be given to adult Christian education.  Courses 

designed for men and women (separate & co-ed) should relate the Scriptures to the specific 

concerns and interests of adult stages and their corresponding social issues.  Contributions of an 

Elective/Choice Model include: 

¶ Response  to Shifting Needs of Adult & Youth Participants 

¶ Enhance Special Interest Needs or Groups 

¶ Address Real Life Issues as the Focus 

¶ Enable Lay Leadership Development: Training and Equipping of the Saints 

for the Work of the Ministry 

Most contemporary Sunday Schools are providing an Elective program for their adults as well as 

older youth. Generally speaking, most adults will only be interested in attending Sunday School 

to the extent that it meets a present or personal life need or interest.  Adults both broaden their 

overall understanding of the Bible and are practically challenged and charged to mature in day-

to-day or real-life issues.  These courses provide an excellent teaching format because students 

enroll on the basis of personal interest.  Topics include doctrine, specialize age or group 

studies—singles, couples, college, and topical issues such as spiritual disciplines, women and/or 

men issues, parenting, financial management, Lay-leadership development, etc. 

  Classes/courses that might be offered in this type of structure include: leadership training, in-

depth Bible study, personal evangelism, doctrinal studies (such as: Old & New Testament; the 

Trinity, the Church), Christian ethics, Apologetics, and other Christian living subjects/issues.
